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Installing and Removing the Window Sash

Install the window sash
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@ = Hinge side TITAN
Insertion of the top hinge pin at 0° or 60° opening position.
@ = Hinge side Si-line

Note the orientation of the bushes relative to the top hinge

- upper and lower sleeve must be parallel.

Remove the window sash
Remove it in the reverse order.
